Our artificial intelligence pro-
gram analyzes that data, which can predict when 
the person is about to stand up,” Dr. Yang explained. 
“Staff receive a push notification on their mobile de-
vice and can respond before the person tries to get 
up unassisted.”

“We’re a software subscription company. We relocat-
ed to Bedford in 2021 because it was not essential for 
us to remain in Pittsburgh, where the cost of living 
and operating are much higher,” Dr. Yang said. “In ad-
dition to being more cost-effective to run a business, 
the Bedford County Development Association 
has been highly supportive of women founders who 
are placing a stake in the ground for their business 
in Bedford.”
